With apologiesfor the delay, my interpretation of Section 5-7-170, CODE OF LAWS OF SOUTH CAROLINA, 1976, isthat,
in the case of amunicipal council whose members serve staggered terms, a salary change will become effective ‘ upon the date
of commencement of the terms of councilmen elected at the next general election following the change’ only asto those council
members actually elected at that general election. The change will become effective asto the remaining council members upon
the date of commencement of the terms of their respective successors. In my opinion, the intent of the provision isthat council
members not be empowered to effect an increase in their own salaries during the term of office in which they approve such an
increase. Where staggered terms are used, thisintent is carried out by making such achange become effective at different times
for different council members depending on the expiration of their respective terms of office.
