You have inquired as to whether the position of a trustee of a school district and the position of member of the board
of trustees of Winthrop College each constitutes an office within the meaning of the constitutional provision relating
to dual officeholding and, if so, whether occupancy of both offices by the same individual at the same time would be a
violation of such constitutional provision.

I advise that, in my opinion, each of these positions is an office and that, therefore, the same person may not at the
same time occupy both of such offices without violating the constitutional provision of this State prohibiting dual
officeholding.
